Not only in Wildlife Sanctuaries,
National Parks & Conservation Reserve many more important wildlife are found
outside the Protected areas in the state, which also need to be protected

Tripura is 4 small landlocked hilly state of North-Eastern India and is
part of the rich reservoir of biodiversity. Wide varieties of wild animals
belonging to different groups are found in Tripura. The state is endowed with
90 species of land mammals, of which 21% are endangered and 342 bird

species, of which 58 are migratory in nature. of a total of 15 species of primates
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in India, 7 are documented from Tripura. The species include some of the rare,
endemic and endangered species, viz., Hoolock gibbon, slow loris, capped
langur, Phayre’s langur, stump-tailed macaque and pig-tailed macaque. The
other endangered and threatened mammalian species in the state are elephant,
sloth bear, binturong, clouded leopard, marbled cat, leopard cat, chinese
pangolin and serrow etc. Apart from the rich diversity of mammalian species,
Tripura also has one of the unique habitats for a large number of bird species,

reptiles, amphibians, fishes and invertebrates.

Government of Tripura has taken various initiatives to conserve wildlife
and biodiversity in the state; such as conservation programme of Vulture in
Khowai district, Bison conservation area in South district and elephant camp
in Teliamura Forest Sub-Division which will not only enhance socio-economic

development but also reduce human-animal conflicts.

On this occasion of the Wildlife Week, I appeal to all to join hands for
conserving, saving and protecting our precious wildlife and biodiversity for the
survival of eur future generation. Thus the celebration of Wildlife Week should
not be merely a formality but the message for Conservation should become a

part of the life of the people in this state.
